CONTESTANT REQUIREMENTS:

1. Participants must be a registered show participant and present their valid driver’s
license and insurance card at the sign-up at Guest Services prior to the contest.

2. Participants must attend the driver’s meeting prior to the contest to participate in
the contest. All drivers must bring their signed Rules & Regulations form to the
driver’s meeting and sign the waiver form (given at Guest Services).

CARLISLE EVENTS' CONTEST RULES:

1. Absolutely NO PASSENGERS or spectators are allowed into the track or the burnout
area.

2. Vehicles MUST be moving during the entire burnout. NO STANDING BURNOUTS.

Burnouts are limited to 2 minutes each.

NO split rim wheels will be allowed in the contest. NO Line Lock, Roll Control, etc.

Remove Nitris Bottles.

Electric Vehicles will not be permitted to participate in this contest.

If your vehicle has a mechanical failure, you will not be given a second chance.

Your hood must be accessible to open in case of an emergency.

If your tire blows, you must immediately stop.

If you do not stop when signaled by our staff, you will be escorted off the property.

0. All vehicles must safely return to the paddock area after the burnout, failure to do
so will result in disqualification.

11. If you appear to be to be under the influence of any substance, Carlisle Events

reserves the right to remove you from the contest. NO EXCEPTIONS!
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
